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STUDENT MILEAGE REIMBURSEMENT FORM

The purpose of AHEC reimbursement is to help ease the financial burden and encourage students that are interested in completing rotations and/or community service learning opportunities in rural or underserved Alabama communities. Rotations and/or community service learning opportunities must be completed at a clinical site or organization that is located in a Health Profession Shortage Area (HPSA) or Medical Underserved Area (MUA). Students may receive reimbursement for mileage at $.30 per mile up to $200 per rotation, while funding is available.
